This course focuses on the administrative systems of Thai bureaucracy, its regulations, powers and
duties, rights and officials benefits. It also includes the study of controlling measures of officials’

performance.
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(Human Relations in Administration) )
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This course focuses on the meanings of human relations, human basic needs, adaptation, and
attitudes, as well as the techniques and principles of human relations used by administrators. A

study of creating relationships among supervisors, co-workers, and communities is included.
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(Educational Supervision)
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This course focuses on the meaning, theory and principles of educational supervision, and
developing educational supervision management. It also includes the missions and characteristics of
school supervisors. Study of administration and supervision in various kinds of school at the present

time and their future trends is included.
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(Laws and Regulations for School Administration)
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This course focuses on the analysis of laws, regulations, law for school administration, and law for
personnel administration and the work of teachers and administrators. The course also includes a

study of laws, regulations and related matters of law.
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(Experience for Teachers) . . ) '
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This course focuses on observing students on practice teaching with school personnel, exchanging
learning experiences with teachers, reinforcing class business administration and governing

activities. The course also provides experience related to the students’ major subjects.

MINAUNANGAT 3(2-2-5)

(Curriculum Development)
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This course focuses on the meaning, importance and elements of curriculum and development, and

the theory and methods of developing basic educational curriculum to meet the needs of the

community. Analyses and evaluation of the efficiency of the curriculum is covered.
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(Methods of Teaching)
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A study of meaning, processes, and the relationship between teaching methods and educational
philosophy. Particular attention will be given to principles, approaches and innovative instructional
activities applicable to learner-centered approaches. Students will study a variety of topics in
education: classroom management and discipline; educational reinforcement; analyses of standards
and benchmarks in Basic Education curriculum; lesson plan writing; technology and innovation in
teaching; materials development and use; educational evaluation; teaching supervision; project

supervision; and characteristics of good teachers.
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Andgiiamsasuluioinaans 2(1-2-3)

(Laboratory Experience for Teaching Practice)
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This course focuses on the techniques of various teaching practices, teaching practice, analyzing

practices, and teaching in simulated or real classes. The course includes practicing to use efficient

methods of teaching.
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NINYINTANHY 3(3-0-6)
(Educational Psychology)
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This course focuses on effective psychology for education, psychology theory and learning and
teaching, learning and teaching activities, and teaching related to age and learning development.
It includes study of different needs of personnel, special needs students, and students at risk.
The course also includes study of learning and applied theory, motivation, teaching planning,
class management, and psychological ideas in measurement. Planning research into learning and

teaching is covered.
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NITHUSUUUVDIAU 2(2-0-4)
(Introduction to Guidance)
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The course focuses on basic principles and administrating school guidance, and necessary services
according to the Department of Education curriculum, with an emphasis on the use of foundation

education to process guidance and school counseling.
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MRy sy 2(2-0-4)
(Introduction to Special Education)
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The course focuses on concepts, history and areas of special education, rationale and needs in
managing special education in schools, forms and characteristics for management, managing special
education, activities, and developing different groups for special needs children. The course also
includes a study of equipment and innovations for special needs children and ways of educating
parents and community and studying research for developing the learning and teaching of special

needs children is covered.
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(Learning Disabilities)
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This course focuses on the characteristics and causes of learning disabilities, and the philosophical
ideas in applying principles of learning and behavior training for the development of learners with
disabilities, using the appropriate characteristics in learning and teaching. The course also includes a
study of methods to help children with learning disabilities caused by certain physical dysfunctions.

The roles of teachers and parents in helping the physically-challenged children are included.

msfnpfiesdy 2(2-0-4)
(Introduction to Education)
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This course is a study of foundations of education : social foundations, psychological foundations,
philosophical foundations, and historical foundations, which are for teaching profession. The focus
is on characteristics of the teaching profession as an advanced career; ethics and codes of conduct
for teachers; status of teachers in Thai society; career path development; trends of the teaching

profession; and, teachers’ roles in country development.
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msanu Ing 2(2-0-4)

(Thai Education)
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This course focuses on the development of school system construction from the past to the present,

its expansion, educational projects, politics, and economic development according to educational

programs. The course also includes study of collective powers, problems of management, methods

of problem solving and educational reform in the future.
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(Comparative Education)
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This course focuses on educational management in different countries such as Malaysia, Korea,
Japan, Germany and the United States of America etc. in order to study their objectives, policies of

educational management, school systems, and education budgets. The course also includes the study

of productive education and the influence of society upon educational changes.

Uy HazuUIRATINITANE 3(3-0-6)
(Philosophy and Concepts in Education)
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This course focuses on the meaning of philosophical educational concepts, the important
philosophical concepts in educational administration, curriculum, and the methodology of teaching
and guidance. The course also includes an overview of pure philosophy such as metaphysics, theory
of knowledge and quality, and logic which are applied appropriately to current educational concepts

and proper ways of living.
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ML YTLUURNANITANYN 3(3-0-6)

(Educational Measurement and Evaluation)
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This course focuses on philosophy, theories, principles and techniques of educational measurement

and evaluation in schools, construction and development of test papers and successive measurement

instruments in learning. The course also includes applying the principles and techniques of methods

according to the environment of managing the schools and curriculums. Authentic evaluation and

application of computer software in educational measurement and evaluation are included.

andAiiomMsITenInsAne 2(2-0-4)

(Statistics for Research in Education)
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This course focuses on the nature of statistics, data collecting, analyzing and presenting by using

descriptive statistics, statistical testing of general average point and proportion of population. The course

also covers one way analysis of variance, correlation, step-wise regression, and non-parametric statistics.
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(Classroom Research)
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The course focuses on the concepts, principles, and types of classroom research. It emphasizes on
the processes of research, from planning, collecting data, analyzing, presenting the results, and
writing research reports. Developing and writing of qualitative classroom research projects are

included.
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(Speech for Teachers)
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This course focuses on principles and techniques in giving various kinds of speeches for different

occasions. It emphasizes on how speeches can be applied in the teaching profession.
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(English for Academic Purposes I)
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This course focuses on the reading of English academic texts, identifying main ideas, and
understanding and summarizing academic knowledge from reading in various major subjects. The
usage of data from reading for discussion and presenting academic information orally and formally

are emphasized.
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(English for Academic Purposes II)
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This course focuses on the reading of English texts and articles to identify the main ideas and

summarize academic knowledge in reading various major subjects. The course also includes the

usage of information from the reading to write outlines and reports. Presenting formal written

reports is covered.
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(Foreign and Second Language Acquisition)
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This course focuses on the theory of language learning, comparison between differences and
similarities in learning native languages and second languages. The course also includes studying

the processes of learning English as a foreign language.

This course focuses on the definition, development, roles and values of educational media including

fundamental principles in selecting, producing, using and maintaining educational media. The

course also covers the use of sources to support and serve as extensions of teaching and educational

evaluation.

3853 TUANTUAG 2(2-0-4)
(Ethics for Teachers)
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This course covers what it means to be a teacher; ethics and morals related to teachers and teaching
profession; the roles and significance of teachers in society; the good characteristics of desired

teachers; the development of ethics and the building of faith, spirit, and happiness in the teaching

profession.
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(Computer in Education)
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This course focuses on the principles of computer applications in education, the roles of computers
related to various forms of education and educational personnel, and the application of computer
programs with regard to education such as in systematic programs, processing, data and basic data

processing. The course also includes data presentation in learning and teaching, internet use, and

developing web—sites for education.
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469 101 MIANYIUDNTLUY 2(2-0-4)

(Nonformal Education)
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This course focuses on the meaning of specific characteristics and essentials of nonformal education
and informal education. It also includes the development of the nonformal education system in
Thailand. The course covers methods and types of organizations as well as education quality
assurance in both nonformal education and informal education. It also includes course and

experience transfer in nonformal and informal education.
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(Informal Education)
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This course focuses on the goals and aims of informal education as an educational alternative. There
is a study of forms, characteristics and methodologies of organizing informal education by different
government organizations, private organizations, persons, communities or mass media. It also
includes learning sources and the relationship of informal and nonformal education. Analysis of the

general view of lifelong education concepts and structures is emphasized.
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(Local Knowledge for Education)
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This course focuses on the characteristics and essentials of local knowledge in Thailand, various
sources and local knowledge in Thai communities, by investigating local knowledge, and the
processes of learning and transferring local knowledge. This course also includes concepts in using

local knowledge in networks building and participating in organizing formal and nonformal

education.
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(Natural Environment and Cultural Heritage Conservation)
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(Basic Traditional Medicines)
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(Basic Drug Knowledge)
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(Food for Health)
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(Basic Chinese I)
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This course focuses on Chinese Mandarin phonology, including vowels, consonants, tones, and
phonetic characters and alphabets in Chinese (Pinyin). The course also includes the principles of
writing Chinese characters at a basic level and practicing skills in listening, speaking, reading and
writing, using basic vocabulary about nature and environment in daily life. The course also covers

the study of at least 500 characters and simple sentence structures.
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(Basic Chinese I1)
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This course focuses on at least 1,000 Chinese characters and basic sentence structures. Practicing

skills in listening, speaking, reading and writing is emphasized.
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(Chinese Listening and Speaking I)
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This course focuses on Chinese listening and speaking, and the characteristics of conversation and

dialogue used in everyday life.

MsflaazMInanNILIIY 2 2(1-2-3)
(Chinese Listening and Speaking II)
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This course focuses on listening and speaking at a more advanced level.
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(Chinese Reading I)
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This course focuses on reading theories and reading practice of general Chinese articles.
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(Chinese Reading II)
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This course focuses on theories and reading practice of complex Chinese articles, comprehension

and summaries of texts.
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(Chinese Calligraphy)
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This course focuses on writing and the methodology of teaching the writing of Chinese characters
using a brush. The course also includes the study of different equipment used in Chinese

calligraphy.

dneneaasnyu 2(2-0-4)
(Chinese Phonetics)
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This course focuses on the articulation system of the Chinese language, with the emphasis on
physical phonetics, and the practice of vowels, consonants, accents, tones and intonations including

the methodology of tonal changes. The course also covers phonetic transcription and problems in

Chinese pronunciation of Thai students.
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(Intermediate Chinese I)
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This course focuses on the study of about 1,500 Chinese words and more complex sentence structures as

a continuation of Basic Chinese II. The course also includes practicing skills in listening, speaking,

reading, and writing.
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NHIVUTZALNAN 2 3(2-2-5)
(Intermediate Chinese II)
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This course focuses on the study of about 2,000 Chinese words and more complex sentence
structures. The course also includes reading more difficult articles and practicing skills in listening,

speaking, reading and writing.
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(Abacus Skills)
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This course focuses on the study of the history of abacus use in calculating, and techniques in

calculating various forms of quotations.
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(Business Chinese)
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This course focuses on the practice of listening, speaking, reading and writing Chinese for different
kinds of business communication. The emphasis is on writing memorandums, business letters and

faxes.
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(Chinese Writing 1)
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This course focuses on writing reports and compositions of complex structures, including the usage

of conjunctions and appropriate expressions.
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(Basic Chinese Translation)
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This course aims to study fundamental theories and practice of translating Chinese into Thai and
Thai into Chinese. The course also includes processes for reading and translating texts on Chinese

culture.
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Taseadanuniu 2(2-0-4)

creating the six types of Chinese characters. The course also includes principles of teaching
Chinese characters, groups of characters, phonics and meaning of characters, techniques in
memorizing characters, both traditional and simplified characters, and the principles and methods of

teaching Chinese characters.

MBVUTLAUNAN 3 3(2-2-5)
(Intermediate Chinese III)
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This course focuses on studying about 2,500 Chinese characters, practicing vocabulary, expressions
and complex sentence structures, and reading more difficult articles. Practice in listening, speaking,

reading and writing skills is emphasized.
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(Advanced Chinese I)
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This course focuses on studying about 3,000 characters and complex syntactic structures which are
applied in listening, speaking, reading and writing. This course also includes practicing communication

skills with native speakers of Chinese.
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(Introduction to Chinese Culture)
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This course focuses on studying Chinese ethics, traditions and cultures, including those of minority

groups in China.
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(Introduction to Chinese Literature)
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This course focuses on a study of selected Chinese literature from classical to modern periods.
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(Computers for Chinese Language Teaching)
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This course focuses on the principles of computer use for Chinese language teaching and for

designing instructional media for Chinese teaching. The course also covers the application of

software packages and the evaluation of computer software.
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(Chinese in Mass Media)
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The purpose of this course is to study and practice reading Chinese newspapers and magazines for

comprehension, including listening to radio, television and different kinds of media.
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(Chinese Music and Arts)

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(Chinese Writing II)
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This course focuses on writing correspondence letters, invitation cards, reports, and compositions,

using complex structures and appropriate expressions.
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(Introduction to Chinese Morphology )
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The course aims at studying basic foundations of Chinese morphology: morphemes, words, phrases,
and meanings. The course also covers topics on ambiguous words, homophones, synonyms,

development of words, idioms, proverbs, and the development of meaning.
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(Teaching Chinese Grammar)
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This course focuses on techniques and guidelines in teaching Chinese grammar. The course also

includes topics on analysis and problems in teaching Chinese grammar.
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(Advanced Chinese II)
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This course focuses on studying about 4,000 Chinese words and more complex sentence structures
used in listening, speaking, reading and writing. The course also covers communication practice

with native speakers of Chinese.
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(Teaching Chinese as a Foreign Language)
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The course focuses on the methodologies and techniques in teaching Chinese as a foreign language.
The course also covers lesson planning, evaluation, teaching media, and classroom observation and

teaching demonstration.
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(Individual Study in Chinese Language Teaching)
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This course emphasizes the study and research of topics related to the Chinese language and

teaching.

Condition : Department Consent

This course offers students to practice teaching Chinese in schools for 1 semester under the
supervision of classroom teachers and university supervisors. The teaching practice includes actual
classroom teaching, classroom management, student activities, self and community development,

professional development projects, and classroom research.
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(Chinese Teaching Practice II)
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Prerequisite: 476 501 Chinese Teaching Practice |
This is a continuation of 476 501 in practicing teaching in school for one more semester, including

the completion of the other tasks specified in 476 501.
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(Activities for Chinese Language Teaching)
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This course introduces language learning activities that supplement text books and Chinese curriculum
and activities in Chinese teaching for providing language learning experience using authentic language in
communication. The course also covers sources of teaching activities such as Chinese songs, rhymes,
poems, games, media games and books for amusement. There is also a focus on using extra-curricular

activities to reinforce language learning.
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(Seminar in Issues and Trends in Chinese Language Teaching)
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The course aims to develop the skills of reading and critical thinking related to current trends in

Chinese language teaching. The course includes practicing speaking and writing about texts, and

discussing new issues in teaching Chinese as a foreign language. The course also covers note taking,

analyzing, and presenting texts in the Chinese language.
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(Chinese for Examination Preparation and Job Applications)
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This course focuses on practicing fundamental skills to prepare for language testing and job
applications, practicing taking examination papers, and studying skills and components of language
testing. The course includes strategies in taking examinations, practicing to read and write for job

applications such as job advertisements, letter writing and telephone appointments. The course also

covers personality factors and ethical requirements.
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(Chinese Translation for Interpreters)
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The course aims at techniques and practices of oral interpretation from Chinese into Thai and from

Thai into Chinese.
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
